Maidencreek Township Board of Supervisor Meeting

Claude Beaver called the October 8, 2009 meeting of the Maidencreek Township Board of Supervisors to order at 6:54 pm in the Maidencreek Township Municipal Building.  
A hearing was held at 6:45 pm prior to the start of the Supervisor Meeting for public comment on the draft On Lot Sewage Management Ordinance. 

POLICE REPORT – 
Officer Drazenovich reported that the Northern Berks Regional Police responded to 316 assignments in Maidencreek Township in the month of September.  This resulted in 78 citations. The traffic fines for Maidencreek for the month of September were $1,755.19.  Non-traffic fines were $367.38 for a total of $2,122.57.  The total number of patrol hours was 852.17 for the month.  
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES 


A motion was made by Joe Rudderow III, seconded by Roy Timpe, to waive the reading of the September 10, 2009 regular meeting minutes and approve them as presented.  Hearing no questions on the motion, the members voted as follows:   Mr. Rudderow “Aye”, Mr. Timpe “Aye” and Mr. Beaver “Abstained”.  Motion carried.
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Subdivision Review Status Checklist 
Hardie Land Development Plan Preliminary Plan- Mr. Dan Becker of Kozloff & Stoudt came to the Board to advise them that both James Hardie and Can Corporation have resolved a majority of their issues except for the maintenance and ownership of 800 feet of storm water pipe.  Both parties would like the Township to take ownership of the 800 feet of pipe.   The Board asked Mr. Krall and Mr. Momose what the design life of the new pipe will be.  The engineers said that there is an approximate 50-year life on the pipe.  The Board was concerned about a sinkhole forming at this site.  

A motion was made by Joe Rudderow III, seconded by Roy Timpe, to accept the developer’s request for a time extension to the review period until 11/13/2009 for the James Hardie Land Development Plan.  Hearing no questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.

Mr. Orlando brought to the Board's attention that two notes on the plan that address ownership need to be changed.  Mr. Orlando suggested the plan be resubmitted as a Preliminary/Final Plan.
A motion was made by Roy Timpe, seconded by Joe Rudderow III, to consider, at the November 12, 2009 meeting, granting preliminary/final plan approval to the James Hardie Land Development Plan that contained notes indicating the Township agrees to accept a 30' easement for 800' of storm water pipe and dedication of the constructed facility.  The Plan will be considered for approval only if the following conditions are met:

 

· There are no unresolved issues between the property owners.

· A plan is submitted that addresses the comments of the September 2, 2009 SDE review letter.

· Water and sewer lines in the Industrial Park shall be dedicated to the Maidencreek Township Authority.

· $25,000 shall be given to the Township for the future maintenance of the storm water line. 

· That James Hardie agrees that not withstanding any contrary provisions in The Township’s Ordinances or in the Municipal Planning Code that in consideration of what they are asking the Township to do, they will agree to a 3-year maintenance period bonded as normally done under the MPC.

· The parties agree to construct the storm water facilities in accordance with the plan design and upon completion, the facilities shall be inspected and approved by the Township Engineer.

· Grants of easement shall be submitted whose form and substance are satisfactory to the Township Solicitor. 

· Deeds of dedication shall be submitted whose form and substance are satisfactory to the Township Solicitor and Engineer.

Hearing no questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried. 
Esbenshades Land Development Plan- Mr. Unger advised the Board that the Planning Commission recommends that the time extension be granted.  
A motion was made by Joe Rudderow III, seconded by Roy Timpe, to accept the developer’s request for a time extension to the review period until 2/28/2010 for the Esbenshades Land Development Plan.  Hearing no questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.

Mr. Orlando advised the Board of the action with the Attorney General regarding Esbenshade.  This will be discussed in executive session.

PP&L BioMass Facility Preliminary Plan 


A motion was made by Roy Timpe, seconded by Joe Rudderow III, accepting the withdrawal of the PP&L BioMass Facility Preliminary Plan.  Hearing no questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.

Ms. Hollenbach advised that a letter was also received today to withdraw the PPL BioMass application for a conditional use.

A motion was made by Joe Rudderow III, seconded by Roy Timpe, accepting the withdrawal of the Conditional Use requested for the PP&L BioMass Facility.  Hearing no questions on the motion all members voted, “Aye”.  Motion carried.


Projects 

Annual Street Work – Mr. Unger advised the Board that the work on Kemmerer Road has been completed.
Schaffer Road/Faith Drive intersection 4-way Stop – Mr. Unger advised the Board that study has been completed and none of the PennDOT regulations/warrants were met to change this intersection into a 4-way stop.
Longleaf Drive Storm Water Pipe – Ms. Hollenbach advised the Board that the Temporary Construction Agreements have been signed by all the property owners. 

A motion was made by Roy Timpe, seconded by Joe Rudderow III, authorizing the Chairman to sign the Temporary Construction Easement for the Longleaf Drive storm water pipe repair.  Hearing no questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.
Subdivision Improvement Agreement LOC - No action required by the Board at this time.


PUBLIC WORKS –
Ms. Hollenbach stated that the Operations Report is in the Supervisor Books for their review.  
Truck #4 – the windshield is cracked and the entire roof panel needs to be repaired.


A motion was made by Joe Rudderow III, seconded by Roy Timpe, to repair the windshield and the roof panel of Truck #4 with the cost not to exceed $2,462.15.  Hearing no questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Review Recycling Contract Addendum prepared by Manager – Mr. Orlando advised the Board that he reviewed the Recycling Contract Addendum and it is acceptable.  There is no further action required by the Board until signed by Waste Management.
June Avenue Temporary Construction Easement Agreement for swale repair – No action is required by the Board at this time.  The Manager will forward the Temporary Construction Easement Agreement to Allied Building Company.
Ontelanuee Township/Dries Road Mutual Cooperation Agreement

A motion was made by Joe Rudderow III, seconded by Roy Timpe, authorizing the Township Manager to follow up with Ontelanuee Township regarding the Ontelanuee Township/Dries Road Mutual Cooperation Agreement.  Hearing no questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.

Improvements Agreement Crossing at Maidencreek – Mr. Unger advised the Board that Mr. Corrado submitted a phasing plan for the erosion and sediment control portion of the Crossing at Maidencreek today.  Mr. Orlando stated that this would change the Improvements Agreement if Mr. Corrado plans to phase his project.

A motion was made by Joe Rudderow III, seconded by Roy Timpe, authorizing the Township Manager to notify Mr. Corrado that a Phasing Plan will require a reconfiguration of the Developer Improvement Agreement and a revision to the final plan process.  Hearing no questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.

Create Police Mutual Aid Agreement 

A motion was made by Roy Timpe, seconded by Joe Rudderow III, authorizing the Township Manager to follow up with the Townships involved in the Police Mutual Aid Agreement.  Hearing no questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.

Comcast & Service Electric Franchise Renewal Agreements – No action is required by the Board at this time.
Ingot Drive – Mr. Orlando advised that the action was filed today.  Further comment to be discussed in executive session.

Maidencreek Township Sewage Management Ordinance #221 - A public hearing was held this evening at 6:45 pm to discuss the ordinance.


A motion was made by Joe Rudderow III, seconded by Roy Timpe, to adopt Ordinance #221 Maidencreek Township On Lot Sewage Management.  Hearing no questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS & QUESTIONS - 
From the Board – Joe Rudderow III would like to discuss setting up a capital reserve fund for repair of equipment.  The Board agreed and will discuss at the Budget Workshop.
From the Manager & Professionals – Ms. Hollenbach asked the Board if they went to get their pictures taken for the Total Visibility badges for Emergency Management.  The Board confirmed that they had.   Ms. Hollenbach reminded the Board that next Thursday is the County Convention in Oley.

Ms. Hollenbach advised the Board that the Township Office received today the Community Restroom Utility Stream Crossing permit from the PA DEP.  Mr. Unger advised the Board that the plans and specs have been completed.  The Board took no action to put the project out for bid.
Ms. Hollenbach advised the Board that the company that leases the cell tower would like to begin negotiations on the lease renewal.  The current lease expires in 2018.

Cornerstone Drive Tot-Lot Playground Safety Inspector Certification & Exam – Ms. Hollenbach advised the Board that Park & Recreation joined a national organization, which gave them the ability to purchase the equipment from Little Tykes at an additional 18% discount.  Park & Recreation would like two members of the Road Crew to take a Playground Safety Inspection Certification Exam in Harrisburg.   After discussing several options regarding the installation of the playground equipment and inspection, the Board advised Ms. Hollenbach to contact the insurance carrier to see if it would be possible for volunteers to install the equipment and have a third party inspect the work.

Purchase of 10 Picnic Tables at the Cost of $4,796.00

A motion was made by Roy Timpe, seconded by Joe Rudderow III, authorizing the purchase of 10 picnic tables at a cost not to exceed $4,796.00 for the Community Park Pavilion.  Hearing no further questions on the motion, all members voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.
