The meeting was called to order by Hether Quillman at 7:03 PM.

Motion:

Keith Shuman motioned to approve the Treasurer's report for the month of May, seconded by Kim Rosetti.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Old Business

Wyatt Drive Tot Lot

The Board reviewed information received from Diane Hollenbach regarding the size of the space available and some different types of play sets available through State Contract to be placed at the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot.   This project will be the next to be done since the geological study for the Ontelaunee Heights recreation area indicated it was not favorable for a tot lot.  A plan to be prepared by Mark Kitzmiller for next month's meeting will include a play structure with soft tile surfacing, a small gazebo type pavilion, some benches and trees. 

Cornerstone Drive Play Area

Improvements for the Cornerstone Drive area were discussed and it was decided to place solar lighting at that area since it is not possible to run electricity there, and complaints from residents have been received.  The Board agreed that solar lighting was a good idea and would like to try it out at one area, and if it works out there, it may be a good idea to light an area of the Community Park where concerns have been raised as well.  The plastic panels on the play set, which are covered with graffiti, would be replaced with plastic bars.  A bike rack would be added to the area.  The Board discussed plans to place a pavilion there as well.  Mr. Kitzmiller would draw up a set of plans for this area and it would be provided to the Board for next month's meeting.  Mrs. Hollenbach would get prices for the lighting for next month.  

5 Year Plan 

The Board commended Diane Hollenbach on the presentation of the 5-year plan, and stated that they approved what was written.  It was noted there be a change to the plan to omit the play structure for Ontelaunee Heights Neighborhood Park and begin the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot and Cornerstone Drive Play Area improvements.

Community Days

David Anspach gave an update on the car show preparations and said the trophies and plaques are being worked on.

Diane Hollenbach informed the Board that she had received an offer from Meadowood Music to make a donation of music from their teachers for the Community Day events.  They offered to play various instruments for whatever period of time the Township would want them to.  The Board thought it was a good idea and that we should accept their offer for possibly two hours of music.

The Board reviewed the annual report submitted by Diane Hollenbach which addressed adequacy and effectiveness of community recreation areas, facilities and leadership.
