The meeting was called to order by Hether Quillman at 7:02 PM.

Motion:

David Anspach motioned to approve the minutes of the June 7, 2007 meeting, seconded by Kim Rosetti.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Manager/Treasurer's Report

The Board reviewed the Manager/Treasurer's report.  Diane Hollenbach explained that the trails for the Community Park were added onto the road bids and the contracts are being prepared and once they are signed, they should be ready to go by the end of August.  The Community Park is being used and the pavilion has been reserved for two to three weekends a month as well as some weekdays.  Mrs. Hollenbach stated that she met with Tom Unger and discussed the possibility of water and sewer installation at the Community Park.  The two plans and cost estimates will be one with lines run from Limestone Village and one with lines crossing the creek from Golden Manor.  

Motion:

David Anspach motioned to approve the Treasurer's report for the month of June, seconded by Kim Rosetti.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Old Business

Wyatt Drive Tot Lot

The Board reviewed the plan prepared by Mark Kitzmiller for upgrades at the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot which consist of replacing the existing play structure with the “Kids' Choice” structure and safety tile surfacing, a merry-go-round, 2 spring riders, a small gazebo type pavilion, picnic tables and 2 benches.  

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to recommend to the Supervisors to accept the proposed plan prepared by Mark Kitzmiller for upgrades at the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot as shown on the plan dated 6/26/07, seconded by David Anspach.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Cornerstone Drive Play Area

The Board reviewed the Cornerstone Drive Play Area upgrades prepared by Mark Kitzmiller and suggested changes including placing the picnic tables where the proposed wood pavilion is to go and the picnic tables where the pavilion is shown on the plan dated 6/26/07.  The pavilion would be a size to fit the space available.  The idea would be to have the picnic tables under the trees in a shaded area since the pavilion would provide shading.  The picnic tables could be placed in several different areas instead of being clustered together.  

Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to recommend to the Supervisors to accept the plans for Cornerstone Drive Play Area upgrades prepared by Mark Kitzmiller after revisions are made on the 6/26/07 plan as discussed, seconded by Robert Ramsey.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Community Days

Diane Hollenbach and the Board discussed the temporary food license from the Department of Agriculture required for food vendors at Community Days.  Any commercial food vendors would be responsible for their own licenses and compliance with state regulations.  The Township would inform the non-profit vendors of the regulations that must be followed by the Chapter 46 Food Code.  The possibility of renting an RV to be able to have hot water washing facilities or some portable type of hand wash station was discussed.  Mrs. Hollenbach stated that she can put the registration for the car show on the Township's web site and the Events Committee meetings should begin in August to coordinate the events.

Public Comments

Joe Rudderow, III stated that the Department of Agriculture now regulates rentals of amusements such as the inflatable bouncing type, and the vendors must be licensed.  He informed the Board that they have been more regulated in the last few years.  

The Board responded that last year we had contracted the amusements from Ozzy's.

New Business

Blandon Fire Company Concession Stand

The Board discussed the upgrades and regulations necessary to reopen the concession stand at the Blandon Fire Company, as per the Department of Agriculture's inspection.  It is now closed and can only be used by individual parties not selling food.  Once the items on the list provided by Patricia Taylor of the Department to Diane Hollenbach and Hether Quillman at a meeting on June 20, 2007 have been addressed, the Township may apply for a license and have the concession stand opened for food sales again.  

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to recommend to the Supervisors that improvements be made to the concession stand that are necessary to bring it up to code within the guidelines set by the Department of Agriculture Chapter 46 Food Code, in order for operation of the stand to continue.  The motion was seconded by Kim Rosetti and all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

The Board asked Diane Hollenbach to place a note of thanks in the next newsletter to the sponsors of the T-Ball program, Giorgio and Christina's Restaurant, and thanking all the coaches and volunteers who helped make the program a success.
