APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Joel High to waive the reading of the August 6, 2008 regular meeting minutes and approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by David Anspach.  The Chairman asked for public comment on the motion.  Hearing none, all members voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.

ENGINEER'S AGENDA

Review Period Expiration 

A motion was made by David Anspach to recommend that the Board of Supervisors accept the written time extension for the review of the Village at Summit Crest 3 Final Plan until December 11, 2008.  Jeff Futchko seconded the motion.  The Chairman asked for public comment on the motion.  Hearing none, all members voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.  The developer’s engineer requested that the revised preliminary and final plans submitted to the Planning Commission in August not be reviewed.

PLAN REVIEW
Sarah Care Preliminary Land Development Plan 

A motion was made by Jeff Futchko to recommend that the review period for Sarah Care Preliminary/Final Plan be extended if a written time extension is received and the Board of Supervisors do not grant the plan preliminary/final plan approval at their September meeting.  The Chairman asked for public comment on the motion.  Hearing none, all members voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.


Tom Unger of Systems Design Engineering, Inc. distributed the August 28, 2008 review letter.  The following items are still outstanding:  DEP Planning Module approval, Berks County Conservation District approval, changing the courtyard grading from 1% to 2%, showing erosion control for the roof leaders, lighting plan approval and comments from the Blandon Fire Company Chief.  
A motion was made by Joel High to recommend that the Board of Supervisors grant preliminary/final plan approval to the Sarah Care Land Development Plan conditional upon completion of the outstanding items in the August 28, 2008 Systems Design Engineering, Inc. review letter, the addition of landscape buffer extension to the southwest along the balance of the parking area and entering into an Improvements Agreement with the Township and providing financial security in a form acceptable to the Township.  David Anspach seconded the motion.  The Chairman asked for public comment on the motion.  Hearing none, all members voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.

Corrado Commercial Traffic Flow – Tom Unger reported that PennDOT has asked for municipal input on the Corrado Commercial Plan.  Things they suggested are improvements to the road such as left turn lanes, curbs, and wider shoulders.  They have suggested making the Spirit Court entrance the primary ingress and egress with road improvements and lining up the Andrew Maier Elementary exit with one of the driveways to the commercial property.  The Commission suggested that the locations of the driveways to the commercial property on the plan remain intact, but make the first driveway closest to Spirit Court an entrance only and provide a deceleration lane.  The Commission was slightly concerned with having too many exits/entrances on Park Road within a short span of road (Spirit Court, two exits to the commercial property, and the Andrew Maier School exit).  The driveways for the school and commercial property ared near a blind curve.  The Commission suggested that the Township engineer also ask the Supervisors for input.
