PARK AND RECREATION BOARD MEETING

Hether Quillman called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.  

APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 5, 2009 Reorganization Meeting, seconded by Hether Quillman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

MANAGER/TREASURER’S REPORT:

The Board reviewed the Manager/Treasurer's report.  Diane Hollenbach advised that the tax bills recently went out and tax money has started to come in.   The money in the Affinty Bank Money Market account, earmarked for the Community Park bathroom project, has the interest paid quarterly.  The Wyatt Drive play area is almost complete (see Engineer's Report).  

A representative of the Township's insurance carrier reviewed the playgrounds/parks and recommended repairs and replacement of some equipment.  It is also recommended that the Township have a trained Playground Inspector.  The Board discussed having one or more members of the Township Road Crew be trained as a playground inspector and how it could reduce costs, associated inspections and installation of play equipment.  Mrs. Hollenbach will look into this further.

Mrs. Hollenbach also advised the Board of a potential issue with the grant from State Representative David Argall's office.  She had filed for a DCED (Department of Community and Economic Development) grant, but received notice of approval of a DCNR (Department of Conservation and Natural Resources) grant.  The requirements for the two grants are different and the DCNR may not apply to the Wyatt Drive location.  The Board was concerned that this may affect the re-application for the DCNR grant for the bathroom structure.  Mrs. Hollenbach has contacted Representative Argall's office to have him respond to this discrepancy. 

Motion:

Kim Rossetti made a motion to approve the Manager/Treasurer's report, seconded by Robert Ramsey.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: 

Wyatt Drive Tot Lot

Mark Kitzmiller advised the Board that the lighting has shipped and will be installed soon after delivery to the contractor.   The contractor will also take care of the other outstanding items.   Diane Hollenbach noted that a resident requested screening for the gazebo that is near her property.  Mr. Kitzmiller presented the board with two scenarios, fencing or natural screening.  The Board discussed both options and all agreed that the screening should be natural, bushes or trees, and should be placed around the gazebo rather than along the property line which would be more practical and easier to maintain.

Community Park Entrance

PennDot has approved the Highway Occupancy Permit for improvements to the Community Park entrance.  The entrance-way inlet will be filled and re-graded.  The Board asked if this was a project the road crew could do.  Keith Shuman stated he will inspect the area to determine what work could be done by the crew and what may need to be contracted out.  The concern was the size of the area to be re-graded and repaved.

Community Park Utilities/Bathroom

Diane Hollenbach advised the Board that the Board of Supervisors has authorized the Engineer to prepare the bid specifications for the utilities.  Mark Kitzmiller also presented the Board with a plan for lighting for the Hoch Road parking area.  He stated that the lights donated by James Hardie will work for this situation and a single light fixture would be sufficient for the area  in question.  The Board agreed to table the parking area lighting until after the utilities are installed in the park.

Community Park Upper Loop

The Upper Loop Project has been tabled.  The area will be cleared of debris and brush to encourage residents to use the area.  Due to the overgrowth, it appears many residents do not know there is a walking path in that area.

OLD BUSINESS:

Community Day/Car Show

The Community Day/Car Show is scheduled for June 20, 2009.  David Anspach advised the Board that registrations are coming in and the event is listed on at least 22 car-show websites.  This date does not appear to conflict with any other car shows in nearby areas.  The Board reviewed several Community Day activities, the rides and DJ.  Some vendors have committed to the event already.  The fireworks vendor will be out for a site inspection this month.

Anyone interesting in being a vendor, providing entertainment or helping with the Community Day/Car Show is asked to contact the Township Office.

Maidencreek Ball Club

Kim Rossetti advised the Board that the registration forms have been distributed and have started to come in.  Registration ends March 20th and the season will run from April 27th through June 28th.
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NEW BUSINESS:

Authorize Maintenance Purchases

The Board reviewed and discussed the 2009 Facility Opening list.  The Board would like to add an in-field rake for the Community Park ball fields and have it added to the list with the other sports equipment.  

Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to recommend the Board of Supervisors approve the expenses associated with the 2009 Facility Opening list, and recommends choosing the vendor with the lowest quote for those items noted with multiple vendor pricing, seconded by Robert Ramsey.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Football Uprights in Community Park

The Fleetwood Area Youth Football Association asked about the possibility of adding uprights to Community Park.  The Board discussed several options and possible locations.  As with the kickwall and soccer goals, the youth sports organization will need to furnish the equipment.  The Board agreed that the best solution would be a mobile apparatus, as a permanent structure may interfere with use of the existing fields. 

ADJOURNMENT

Having no further business, Robert Ramsey made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by David Anspach.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

The meeting adjourned at 9:07 PM.
