PARK AND RECREATION BOARD MEETING

Hether Quillman called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM.  
APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES:
Robert Ramsey made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 5, 2009 Regular Meeting, seconded by David Anspach.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

MANAGER/TREASURER’S REPORT:
The Board reviewed the Manager/Treasurer's report.  The tax money is starting to come in.  In reviewing the March expense report, there were some questions concerning payments for the mower maintenance.    The Board  was advised that the Board of Supervisors approved repairing the mower and the cost was split with the Township General Fund.  In the future, the Park and Recreation Board would like to be notified if any additional maintenance is required on this mower.  The Board would like the opportunity to make a recommendation whether repairs or replacement would be the better option.  The Board also requests the opportunity to review and make a recommendation for item repairs when the cost will be deducted from Park and Recreation funds.  
The Board reviewed the Project Progress and Facility Repair Reports.  The Board would like the Road Crew to waterproof the retaining wall at the Tree Tops Tot Lot.  The Road Crew is currently working on replacing the bleachers at the Blandon Fire Company field.
Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to approve the Manager/Treasurer's report, seconded by David Anpach.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: 
Wyatt Drive Tot Lot
Tom Unger advised the Board that the solar lights were delivered, however 2 of the 4 sets are damaged; the status of the others is unknown.  The items were shipped from China in boxes that contained no packing material.  The Board had a lengthy discussion concerning the lighting for Wyatt Drive and were shown several alternative solar and electric lighting fixtures.  The Board will look into installing electric lighting at this location.

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to recommend that the Board of Supervisors pull all references to solar lighting from the contract with Progressive Products and Materials, and further recommends that the Board of Supervisors uses its best judgment to determine what costs and/or fees associated with the deletion of this line item should be removed from the contractors final payment; seconded by David Anspach.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.


Community Park Entrance
Keith Shuman advised the Board that he inspected the park entrance.  He confirmed that the Road Crew can fill the inlet but the paving overlay portion of the project is too large an area for them to do.  Mr. Unger advised the Board that he can obtain an estimate for the overlay portion of the project to determine if this job needs to be bid or if three estimates will suffice.  The Board would like the project completed prior to the Community Day/Car Show event on June 20th.
Community Park Utilities/Bathroom

Mr. Unger advised the Board that the bid specifications for the utilities will go out by the end of the month.  Bids are expected to be received prior to the June meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

OLD BUSINESS:
Community Day/Car Show
The Community Day/Car Show is scheduled for June 20, 2009.  David Anspach advised the Board that registrations continue to come in.  The Board discussed adding a few activities to the event including a clown who makes balloon animals and a barbershop quartet to roam around the park.  Robert Ramsey will contact the Berks County Sheriff's Department to see if they can bring their 'ID Me' program to the event.  He will also contact Northern Berks Police Department and Lehigh Valley Medi-vac to see if they would be able to attend.  The Board would like to extend an invitation to all of the fire companies that service Maidencreek Township and will sponsor a trophy for the Best Appearing Piece of Fire Apparatus, voted on by 'People's Choice'.  
Kim Rossetti advised the Board that a representative of Fireworks Productions, Inc. inspected Community Park to determine if a fireworks display would be feasible for that location.  The representative recommended a low ground-type display that would reduce much of the fly ash associated with the higher shells.  The fireworks display would be at dusk on June 20th with a rain date of June 21st.
Motion:

Keith Shuman made a motion to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve a fireworks display in Community Park on June 20, 2009 with a cost not to exceed $4,000; seconded by Robert Ramsey.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Anyone interesting in being a vendor, providing entertainment or helping

with the Community Day/Car Show is asked to contact the Township Office.

Maidencreek Ball Club

Kim Rossetti advised the Board that registrations have increased again.  Giorgio Foods has agreed to sponsor the league by purchasing the uniforms.  The Blandon Lions Club has agreed to sponsor the league by providing a picnic at Maier's Grove on Friday, June 12th.  The season begins on Tuesday, April 28th.
NEW BUSINESS:

Fish and Boat Project- Willow Creek
The Board reviewed the Willow Creek Habitat Restoration Project information.  David Anspach reminded the Board that Willow Creek has severe flooding in the valley and is concerned that any improvements would be washed away.  He would like to make sure that the entities involved in this restoration project are aware of this before they devote any time and expense.  He would like to contact the Fish and Boat representative and the Board did not object.  The Board has tabled this item.

Wyatt Drive Gazebo Benches 
The Board reviewed the gazebo bench kits.  Rather than putting bench seats all around, the Board recommends only installing 4 sides.  The Road Crew will be able to install the benches.

Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve the purchase of four Octagon Bench kits for the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot Gazebo; seconded by Robert Ramsey.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

 
May 7, 2009 Regular Meeting

The Board agreed to move the start time of the May 7, 2009 meeting to 7:30pm.
In-field Diamond Tex for Baseball Fields

The Board reviewed the estimated square footage and two estimates for in-field dirt for the four Township ball fields.  The Board questioned the square footage calculations and tonnage.  After some discussion, the Board recommended purchasing Diamond Tex from Martin Stone Quarries, the lowest bid, for two baseball fields located in Community Park.

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve the purchase of diamond tex (in-field dirt) for the two Community Park baseball fields with a cost not to exceed $1650.00 after having the square footage of those two fields verified; seconded by David Anspach.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Insurance Representative Playground Inspection  Report
The Board reviewed the playground inspection report and recommendations.  The Board agrees with the recommendations for the Blandon Fire Company Tot Lot.  Their recommendations for the Cornerstone Drive Tot Lot will be addressed at a later meeting.  Due to the age of the equipment and the damage done to some of the play apparatus, the Board will review whether to repair or replace the current play structure.  The Board will hold a future meeting at the Cornerstone Drive lot to determine what should be done at this site.  The Board had also discussed looking into a purchasing Co-Op with Willow Creek Elementary School in purchasing new playground equipment.
Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve the removal of the metal slide and one swing from the Blandon Fire Company Tot Lot; seconded by Robert Ramsey.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT

Having no further business, Kim Rossetti made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by David Anspach.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

The meeting adjourned at 8:58 PM.
