The meeting was called to order by Hether Quillman at 7:00 PM.

Motion:

Robert Ramsey motioned to approve the minutes of the October 4, 2007 regular meeting, seconded by Keith Shuman.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Manager/Treasurer's Report

The Board reviewed the Manager/Treasurer's report.  Diane Hollenbach informed the Board that she met with Tyler Geer, who asked if there was something in the community he could do for an Eagle Scout project.  It was decided a beneficial project would be to build a roof over the benches at the big ball field at the Community Park.  Ms. Hollenbach answered Hether Quillman's question about when the screening would be planted, stating it should be planted this month.  The screening will be on the Golden Drive side of Community Park.

Motion:

Kim Rosetti motioned to approve the Manager/Treasurer's report, seconded by Robert Ramsey.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Old Business

2008 Proposed Budget 

The 2008 proposed budget, previously presented to the Board, was discussed.  Robert Ramsey had a question about the purchase of a new mower.  Keith Shuman explained that the Department of Public Works maintains a portion of the Maidencreek Township Authority's property for a fee.     This fee, in turn, will be used to purchase the mower.  Mr. Ramsey, when reviewing the costs for equipment  rentals, asked if we should purchase a bobcat instead of renting one each year.  Keith Shuman stated we could look into the cost.  Mr. Ramsey also asked if we could budget for another 8-10 picnic tables.  Ms. Hollenbach answered that some of the money that had been earmarked for building the bathrooms, could be used for picnic tables this year.  Discussion regarding a refundable security deposit for use of the pavilion may be recommended in order to cover any damage that may be done to tables, etc.  The Community Park pavilion was reserved just about every weekend during the past season.  The Board agreed to revisit this issue after researching  what policies other municipalities have.

Motion:

Keith Shuman motioned to accept the proposed 2008 Park and Recreation budget with the addition of picnic tables, seconded by Kim Rosetti.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

New Business 

Park Benches 

Park Benches should be purchased to replace some at the Blandon Fire Company Park, add an 

additional one at the Community Park tot lot, some for Wyatt Drive tot lot, Cornerstone Drive and 

Faith Drive basketball courts.  The benches would be purchased through state contract.  

Lighting

A sample of some flood lighting for the Faith Drive basketball court was looked at for consideration.

Motion:

Robert Ramsey motioned to purchase up to 12 park benches with the cost not to exceed $7,200 total, seconded by Kim Rosetti.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Motion:

Robert Ramsey  motioned to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Kim Rosetti.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

The meeting adjourned at 7:55 PM.
