Hether Quillman called the meeting to order at 7:33 PM.  

APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 2, 2008 Regular Meeting, seconded by Keith Shuman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

MANAGER/TREASURER’S REPORT:

The Board reviewed the Manager/Treasurer's report.  Diane Hollenbach stated that many of the projects will be put on hold.  Items to be completed are the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot, Tree Tops retaining wall, bleachers at the Blandon Fire Company (and other park locations) and the entrance to Community Park.  PennDot is expected to respond to the Highway Occupancy Permit within 60-90 days.  Spending will be curtailed for the first 6 months of 2009.

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to approve the Manager/Treasurer's report, seconded by Kim Rossetti.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

2009 Budget Revision

The Park and Recreation budget is expected to be reduced to ¼ mill.  Diane Hollenbach revised the 2009 budget in accordance with the expected decrease.  Many projects will be put on hold and spending will be curtailed.  Mrs. Hollenbach added tax collection costs and donations and removed some items and elements of existing projects to keep on target with the budget.  The main project for 2009 will be the Community Park bathroom.  The status of the DCNR grant should be known by the end of November.  That grant is a 50% match for the project.  The Board thanked Mrs. Hollenbach for her time and effort in re-working the budget.

Wyatt Drive Tot Lot

The project still has some incomplete elements that are being addressed by the contractor and township engineer.  Damaged equipment has been reordered.  Partial payment was approved by the Board of Supervisors at the October Board of Supervisors Meeting.

Blandon Fire Company Bleacher Installation

The Bleachers at the Blandon Fire Company need to be replaced.  Township employees will perform the demolition and installation.  The replacement bleachers were donated by the Fleetwood School District.

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to remove the existing bleachers at the Blandon Fire Company and install the donated bleachers, seconded by Kim Rossetti.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Playground Inspection Report

Each playground was inspected and a list was made with items that require attention.  The issues requiring immediate attention have been completed.  The Board will review the inspection list and repair costs at the March 2009 meeting.

The Board discussed vandalism in the parks.  Mr. Myers was asked for his input regarding recreation for the teenage residents.  Mr. Myers suggested a volleyball court.  The board will review the township open space locations to see if a volleyball court could be installed.

Park & Recreation Annual Report

The Board reviewed the report.  The Board thanked Diane Hollenbach for preparing the 2008 Park & Recreation Annual Report.

Having no further business, Hether Quillman made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Keith Shuman.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.
