APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES:

The board will revisit this issue again in early 2009.

It is currently being reviewed in the PennDot’s Allentown office.  Mr. Kitzmiller also sent an updated plan for lighting the Community Park lower parking area.  Due to issues with light trespass, there may only be room for one lighting fixture.  He will need to see what lighting fixtures we have on hand to determine if house shields will be needed.
