Park & Recreation Board’s Logo Revisions

The board was pleased with the new design and it will be added to the Township’s Park & Recreation website page.  The board wishes to thank Mr. Rebholz with a letter and a small payment.  Ms. Hollenbach will check with Mr. Rebholz’s teacher as to the proper compensation protocol for students.

Review and Approval of 2007 Annual Report

Five Year Plan-2008 Items to be Addressed
The board briefly discussed the status of running the water and sewer lines in Community Park for the restrooms.  As there is no new information at this time, this matter has been tabled.

Wyatt Drive Tot Lot

Diane Hollenbach advised the Board that there has been a lot of interest in this project from contractors.  The bids will be opened and this project should be awarded at the next Township Supervisors Meeting, on Tuesday, February 12, 2008.

Portable Toilets in Community Park

Diane Hollenbach advised the Board that the portable toilets will now be provided by Bailey’s.  The cost will be $50 per month, a savings of $9.00 per month over the previous vendor.

NEW BUSINESS:
Review Music Proposal for Community Day/Car Show

The Board received a music proposal from DenDia’ Management on behalf of oldies band, Cruisin’ Down Memory Lane.  DenDia’ charges $750 for a three-hour show.  The Board has declined the offer.  The Board prefers a DJ instead of a band, to offer more of a musical choice to the diverse crowd at the Car Show and Community Day events.
Berks County Greenway, Park & Recreation Plan
Diane Hollenbach presented copies of the Berks County Recreation Plan.  The County has made recommendations for each municipality’s Recreation Acreages.  Maidencreek Township currently meets the County’s recommended Recreation Acreage for both its 2010 and 2020 projections.   The County also recommends establishing a trail network along Willow Creek to link with Fleetwood Borough’s recommended trail network as a mid-term project.
Maidencreek Township Park & Recreation Department Concession Stand Policy

Diane Hollenbach presented copies of the new Concession Stand Policy and fee schedule.  Each organization wishing to use the concession stand will have to fill out this form and familiarize itself with the Operation Procedures and Chapter 46 of the Food Code from the PA Department of Agriculture.  Maidencreek Township and non-profit/not for profit organizations with a majority of Maidencreek Township residents participating in the activity will be fee-exempt.
Future Projects

The board briefly discussed the Veterans Memorial and reviewed the previous plan; this project is estimated for 2010.  The board also discussed connecting the Veterans Memorial site with the upper loop of the walking trail and possibly having a miniature golf-type putting green in the center.  Diane Hollenbach will obtain information on putting greens for the next meeting.

Having no further business, Robert Ramsey made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by David Anspach.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.
