Motion:

Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to approve the Manager/Treasurer's report, seconded by Robert Ramsey.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Engineer's Report

Wyatt Tot Lot Plan 

Mark Kitzmiller announced the survey to the Wyatt Drive property was done and revisions to the plan previously presented to the Board for the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot were made.  The Board and members of the audience were given a copy of the revisions to review.  There was discussion between the residents and all were generally in favor of the changes.  The Board thanked the residents for their attendance and interest, and would consider their suggestions.

Motion:

Kim Rosetti made a motion to recommend to the Supervisors to accept the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot Plan with revisions dated 10/1/07, seconded by Robert Ramsey.   A comment from the public requesting to be notified 35-40 days prior to work beginning was noted.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Community Park Water & Sewer Lines

Mark Kitzmiller presented the Board with a cost estimate for water and sewer lines to be run from Golden Drive into the Community Park and estimates for construction of restrooms.  

Public Comments

Joe Rudderow asked if the Board had considered putting in a well and septic system instead of running water and sewer lines.  The Board stated they would research that option.

Old Business

Community Day/Car Show

David Anspach thanked the Board and all involved in making the Car Show a success.  The Board discussed how well organized the Community Day and Car Show turned out.  They also discussed ideas for next year's event and they would choose a date at their November meeting in order to plan for next year.  More volunteers are needed to help with planning and preparing for the event.  The Boy Scouts and Fire Police did a fine job helping out with parking and directing traffic.

Public Comments

Joe Rudderow commended the Board on how well run the Community Day/Car Show event was, and his children, Vincent, Annamaria and Christina, each stated what they most enjoyed.  The Board agreed with Mr. Rudderow that combining the two events was a success and they should continue to be held together.

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to send a letter of thanks and a donation in the amount of $100 each to the Boy Scouts and Fire Police for their help at the Community Day/Car Show, seconded by David Anspach.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

New Business

YMCA Summer Playground Report

A review by the Board of the report submitted by the YMCA about their Summer Playground was held and there was discussion as to an increase in next year's cost.  It was agreed that $6,000 should be budgeted and they would recommend to the Supervisors that the cost per child for registration should be raised from $30 to $35 to help cover the increase for the program.
