The meeting was called to order by Keith Shuman at 7:00 PM, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion:

David Anspach made a  motion to approve the minutes of the August 2, 2007 meeting, seconded by Kim Rosetti.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Manager/Treasurer's Report

The Board reviewed the Manager/Treasurer's report.  Diane Hollenbach updated the Board on the items completed and the items that need to be completed.  The YMCA is using the Community Park on Saturday mornings for the 4-6 year old soccer program and the Fleetwood Youth Soccer Club is using it Monday through Thrusday for practice, and Sundays for games.  John Loeper of SDE was at the site and was preparing a plan for a location to run the water and sewer lines to the park.  Mrs. Hollenbach described a recent incident at the Community Park and asked the Board if they believe it should be recommended to the Supervisors to ban the youth involved from the Township's parks.  As a measure to help define the park area from the residents' yards, the planting of trees and split rail fencing should be recommended as well.  The screening had previously been approved.

The Board recommends to the Supervisors that the Township Solicitor check on the legality of banning a youth from all Maidencreek Township Parks as a result of an incident in the Community Park on August 25, 2007, serious enough for police to be summoned.  The youth is not a resident of Maidencreek and previously had another incident at the Blandon Fire Company Park that also resulted in the police being summoned. The 13 year old boy resides in Fleetwood Borough and has been banned from their parks.

Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to approve the Manager/Treasurer's report and recommend to the Supervisors to spend up to $1,000 for fencing and up to $1,000 for screening at the Community Park to define the boundary lines, seconded by Kim Rosetti.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Engineer's Report

Mark Kitzmiller presented the Board with a plan for sewer and water lines to be run from Golden Drive into the Community Park and an area for construction of restrooms.  The Board agreed with the placement of the restroom on the plan because if was close to the pavilion, the fields and the parking area.  After discussion, they decided the plan would provide the most sensible access to water and sewer.  The Board requested Mr. Kitzmiller to have cost estimates prepared for the next meeting to run the lines as they were drawn on the plan.  Keith Shuman asked if he could have water lines, such as the type that are in-ground, run to two other areas for DPW to access.  

Mr. Kitzmiller's plan previously presented to the Board for the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot was reviewed.  

Old Business

Wyatt Drive Tot Lot

Public Comment 

Several residents from the Blandon Meadows V Subdivision who live close to the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot were in attendance and expressed their views of what they wished to change about the plan submitted.  All of the comments about the rubber mulch were negative and the residents explained that the black mulch is a nuisance and they would rather see another surface.  A picture of the proposed play structure “Kids Choice” was shown from the catalog and Diane Hollenbach explained that a soft tile surface would be installed such as what is at the Community Park Play Area.  A sample of the soft tile surfacing was then passed around.  The residents were agreeable to the structure and surface. Several concerns were made about the placement of so many trees in an area of town homes where their yards border the open space area, and the problems they may encounter in the event they need to have any large items, such as a shed, delivered to their property.  The Board agreed that they certainly did not want to restrict anyone access to their property.  One resident preferred a type of tree other than the sweet gum trees shown on the plan.  The residents were in favor of updating the tot lot as they each voiced their concerns that the existing structure is in poor condition.  They felt certain proposed structures, such as the merry-go-round and gazebo type pavilion, should not be installed and would rather have some type of toddler swing set and a small open pavilion.  Most of the residents agreed that the property lines need to be defined and the Township should have a survey done to determine where the boundary lies between their yards and the Township's open space.  The Board agreed. The Board thanked the residents for attending and giving their input regarding the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot.

Motion:

Kim Rosetti made a motion to recommend to the Supervisors that a survey be performed at the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot to determine boundary lines before updates of the area are made, seconded by David Anspach.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Community Days/Car Show

Hether Quillman stated that Richmond Elementary School will be setting up a dime toss which will be done by the 4th graders and possibly a fifty-fifty. Diane Hollenbach  gave an update about the entertainment, crafts, business displays and food vendors in her Manager's report.  The outstanding items are rides, door prizes, hand washing for food vendors, and volunteers for the day.  This year a wood carver will be having a display and sell his carvings.  Mums have been ordered from the Boys' Soccer Club.  David Anspach

stated that the trophies and dash plaques are all ordered.  A meeting should be scheduled for volunteers about a week prior to the event to get the last minute details ironed out.  The volunteers should be at the park at approximately 8:00 AM on Community Day.  

New Business

2008 Budget Items

Diane Hollenbach provided the Board with the proposed 2008 budget.  The Board agreed an amount of $100,000 should be earmarked to build the bathrooms at the Community Park and $35,000 to run the water and sewer lines.  A final budget should be available in November.

Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Kim Rosetti.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

The meeting adjourned at 8:38 PM.
