PARK AND RECREATION BOARD MEETING

Hether Quillman called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.  
APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES:
David Anspach made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 2, 2009 Regular Meeting, seconded by Hether Quillman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

MANAGER/TREASURER’S REPORT:

The Board reviewed the Manager/Treasurer's report.  Diane Hollenbach advised the Board that the bulk of the tax money has been received.   The Road Crew is behind on several outdoor projects due to the rain.  The main project to complete is the Blandon Fire Company bleachers.  That should be completed in the next 2 weeks.  The ball field lights were turned on and some do not work; they will need to be replaced.  Mrs. Hollenbach confirmed that the $85,000 grant for the Wyatt Drive Tot Lot has been approved.  The final payment to Progressive Products has been made.    
Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to approve the Manager/Treasurer's report, seconded by Kim Rossetti.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: The Engineer was not in attendance.
Community Park Restroom Utilities
Mrs. Hollenbach advised the Board that the bids for the Community Park Utilities should be in soon.

Community Park Entrance

Mrs. Hollenbach advised the Board that Keith Shuman received one bid for the paving overlay.  Ronnie Folk bid $2,700.  The Township Road Crew should be able to complete the rest of the work needed for the project.

Motion:

Kim Rossetti made a motion to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve the paving overlay with a cost not to exceed $2,700; seconded by Hether Quillman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Cornerstone Tot Lot Renovation
Mrs. Hollenbach advised the Board that she attended an on-site meeting with Robert Ramsey and Little Tykes Representative, Paul Grim.  The area is large enough to place two age-ranged play structures.  Mr. Grim recommended both 2-5 year-old and 5-12 year-old play structures and provided the Board with various catalogs to review.  Mr. Grim would be able to design a play structure based on the Board's wish list or could provide a ready-made structure.  The Board reviewed the books and made a list of desired apparatus for Mr. Grim to consider in his design.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Randy Snyder, a township resident, is interested in providing signs for the Township parks.  The Board discussed the signage needs for all parks and ideas for the sign designs.  Each sign will have the Park and Recreation Logo.  The Board is interested in having a LED display sign at the Community Park location to display various Township and sporting events.  Mr. Snyder had several ideas for the Community Park sign and suggested a solar powered LED display board.  Mr. Snyder will provide the Board with sample drawings of the signs at an upcoming meeting. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Community Day/Car Show
The Community Day/Car Show is scheduled for June 20, 2009.  David Anspach advised the Board that registrations continue to come in.  The Board reviewed the To-Do List.  Requests for trophy sponsors and Chinese Auction items will be sent out.  The Board of Supervisors and the Fire Chief have approved the fireworks display.  The contract has been received.  The fireworks display would be at dusk on June 20th with a rain date of June 21st.

Kim Rossetti advised the Board that practices began the last week of April.  There were a few minor issues with the practice fields, but they have since been resolved.
