PARK AND RECREATION BOARD MEETING

Hether Quillman called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.  

APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES:

David Anspach made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 7, 2009 Regular Meeting, seconded by Keith Shuman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

MANAGER/TREASURER’S REPORT:

The Board reviewed the Manager/Treasurer's report.  Diane Hollenbach advised the Board that the screening has been planted around the Wyatt Drive gazebo and residents are happy with it.  She stated that most of the tax money has been received and, weather permitting, the Road Crew has been completing their projects.  

Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to approve the Manager/Treasurer's report, seconded by Keith Shuman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: The Engineer was not in attendance.
Community Park Restroom Utilities

The Board discussed whether to continue with the utility bids or delay the project until after the Cornerstone lot was renovated.  The Board agreed to proceed with the Community Park utilities and requested Mrs. Hollenbach advise the engineer of same.

OLD BUSINESS:

Park Signs

Eric Payne, with RES Neon & Sign, presented the Board with several drawings for signs at the various township recreation areas.  The drawings cost $216, which would be refunded when a contract for the job was signed.  The Board would like to put a large LED sign in Community Park to announce community events and place smaller signs, using the same color scheme and logo design, at the other township recreation locations.  The smaller signs, designed by RES, are metal and will cost $600 each, which includes the signage and installation.  The smaller signs would be placed at the following locations: Cornerstone Neighborhood Park, Recreation Area at Tree Tops, Blandon Fire Co. Recreation Area, Ontelaunee Heights Recreation Area, Faith Drive Basketball Court, and Wyatt Drive Playground.   The cost for the larger sign was unavailable, as some items will need to be changed and/or adjusted from the original drawings.   The Board thanked Mr. Payne for his time and work on the proposed signs.

Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve the purchase and installation of six metal park signs, designed and installed by RES Neon & Sign, at a cost of $600 each with a total cost not to exceed $3,600; seconded by Keith Shuman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Cornerstone Tot Lot Renovation
The Board reviewed the initial proposal from Little Tykes Representative, Paul Grimm.   The estimates were higher than anticipated.  The Board re-evaluated the needs for the area and requested Mrs. Hollenbach advise Mr. Grimm of the changes/deletions to some of the apparatus.  

Community Day/Car Show

The Community Day/Car Show is scheduled for June 20, 2009.  The trophies and dash plaques have been ordered.  A few more trophy sponsors and vendors are needed.  The Board members were given copies of a letter to take around to local businesses.  Redner's will donate 15 cases of water.  Volunteers are also needed to assist with the event.  The fireworks display will be at dusk on June 20th.  The event's rain date is Sunday, June 21st.

Anyone interested in being a vendor, providing entertainment or helping

with the Community Day/Car Show is asked to contact the Township Office.

NEW BUSINESS:

Budget

The Board reviewed the proposed budget for 2010 and the 5-year plan prepared by Mrs. Hollenbach.  The Board will revisit the 5-year plan after the update for the Cornerstone renovation has been received.   Many of the items in the proposed 2010 budget were adequate.  The Board will review the budget again as additional information concerning Cornerstone and the Community Park utilities is received.

The Board also reviewed the 2009 Budget and acknowledged a discrepancy with line item 453.00- Fireworks.

Motion:

David Anspach made a motion to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve the recommendation to amend the 2009 Park and Recreation Budget transferring $3,500 from Expense line 454.00 Parks-Other to Expense line 453.00- Fireworks so the costs associated with the Community Day fireworks display can be accurately reflected in the budget; seconded by Keith Shuman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

August 2009 Meeting

The August 6, 2009 meeting will be moved to Thursday, July 30th at 7pm.

Additional June Meeting

The Board discussed having an additional meeting on June 25th to discuss park renovations and sign locations.  The Board will meet at the Township Building at 7pm and then head to the parks.
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ADJOURNMENT

Having no further business, Dave Anspach made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Keith Shuman.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

The meeting adjourned at 9:12 PM.
