PARK AND RECREATION BOARD MEETING
Regular Meeting July 30, 2009
Attending:
Hether Quillman- Chairperson, Robert Ramsey, Diane Hollenbach- Township Manager, Mark Kitzmiller- SDE, Kim Rossetti- Recording Secretary
Hether Quillman called the meeting to order at 7:06 PM.  
APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES:
Robert Ramsey made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 4, 2009 regular meeting, seconded by Hether Quillman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

MANAGER/TREASURER’S REPORT:

The Board reviewed the Manager/Treasurer's report.  Diane Hollenbach advised the Board that Wyatt Drive Tot Lot grant money has been received.  She stated that the Road Crew has replaced the benches at the Faith Drive recreation area.  They will continue to replace benches, as needed, in the other Township parks. 

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to approve the Manager/Treasurer's report, seconded by Kim Rossetti.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: 
Cornerstone Tot Lot Renovation

Mark Kitzmiller presented the Board with plans for the Cornerstone Drive Recreation Area.  The plan shows one area with two play structures, an area for swings and a pavilion.  Some of the existing benches and picnic tables will be moved.  The Board discussed options for play area surfaces and decided to use playground mulch for this park.  The Board agreed that while the soft-tile surfaces are preferred, it is not a feasible option for this location.   The soft-tile surface requires either a concrete or asphalt base.  The entrance to, and layout of, this park limits and/or inhibits access needed for concrete or asphalt trucks.
Mrs. Hollenbach advised the Board that State Contract pricing is available for both the equipment and installation costs for this project.  The Road Crew should be able to install the play area borders, playground mulch and build or install a pavilion.  Mrs. Hollenbach will look into the cost of a pre-made pavilion vs. a pavilion kit.  The Board requested Mr. Kitzmiller revise the plans with the discussed revisions and update the total cost of the project for the Board of Supervisors to review.
Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve the proposed plan for the Cornerstone Tot Lot Renovation project with the revisions discussed;  seconded by Kim Rossetti.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Community Park Restroom Utilities
Mr. Kitzmiller advised the Board that he will be applying for a creek crossing permit from the Department of Environmental Protection, so the bids for the utilities can be sent out.  The water and sewer lines will be coming into the park from Golden Drive.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:

OLD BUSINESS:
Community Day/Car Show
The Community Day/Car Show is rescheduled for Saturday, August 29, 2009.  Mrs. Hollenbach advised the Board that all but three of the vendors are able to make the new date.  A few more trophy sponsors and vendors are needed.  Volunteers are also needed to assist with the event.  The fireworks display will be at dusk.  There will be no rain-date for this event.

with the Community Day/Car Show is asked to contact the Township Office.

Park Signs

Mrs. Hollenbach advised the Board that the Board of Supervisors have requested three quotes for the proposed park signs.  RES Neon & Sign's original quote will be one of the three.

2010 Budget
The Board reviewed the proposed budget.  Mrs. Hollenbach advised the Board that the State is unlikely to be awarding grants for park projects due to the current budget issues.  The Board would like to complete the Community Park Bathroom Project and Cornerstone Drive Tot Lot Renovation within the 2009 and 2010 budgets.  The Board discussed adding money to the Community Park Bathroom project account with Affinity Bank.  After some discussion, the Board agreed to recommend an additional $100,000 be placed in the highest interest bearing money market account, earmarked for use toward the Community Park Bathroom and Cornerstone Drive Tot Lot renovation projects.  Mrs. Hollenbach will check with the banks that the Township currently uses to see which provides the best interest rate. 
Motion:

Kim Rossetti made a motion to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve transferring $100,000 into the highest interest bearing Money Market Account with the money earmarked for use toward the Community Park Bathroom and Cornerstone Drive Tot Lot renovation projects; seconded by Hether Quillman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:
Movie Night Flyer
The Board reviewed a flyer from Swank Motion Pictures, Inc.  This company provides outdoor movie facilities for communities.  Kim Rossetti will contact Swank for prices.
ADJOURNMENT

Having no further business, Hether Quillman made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Robert Ramsey.  All voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.
