Hether Quillman called the meeting to order at 7:07 PM.  

APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to approve the minutes of the December 4, 2008 Regular meeting, seconded by Keith Shuman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

MANAGER/TREASURER’S REPORT:

The Board reviewed the Manager/Treasurer's report.  The Wyatt Drive play area is almost complete (see Old Business).  PennDot has not approved the Highway Occupancy Permit for improvements to the Community Park entrance.  The engineer will re-submit the permit including an HOP for the actual driveway itself.  Both permits may be filed together.

Mrs. Hollenbach advised the board that she will re-apply for a DCNR grant for the bathroom structure.  The application is due in April.  To avoid delaying the project any further, the board wishes to proceed and begin installing the utility hook-ups.

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to recommend the Board of Supervisors solicit bids for installing the utilities for the Community Park Bathroom Project based on the specifications outlined in the initial DCNR grant application, seconded by Keith Shuman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to approve the Manager/Treasurer's report, seconded by Kim Rossetti.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:

The engineer was not present.  Engineering items were discussed in the Managers report and Old Business.

OLD BUSINESS:

Wyatt Drive Tot Lot

Diane Hollenbach advised the Board that a settlement agreement was reached between Progressive Products & Materials and the Board of Supervisors.  The contractor will complete the outstanding items (lighting and replacing damaged equipment) and install a vinyl pavilion.  In addition, the contractor has paid $5,000 to the township to cover additional engineering and legal fees due to the delay.  According to the settlement agreement, all outstanding items are to be completed by March 11, 2009.

Community Day/Car Show

The Community Day/Car Show is scheduled for June 20, 2009.  Notices to potential vendors will be sent out.  The Board discussed car show prize options as well as providing new ‘field-day fun activities’ for families.  There was a discussion about having a fireworks display and a band showcase in the evening 

after the car show events are completed.  A fireworks vendor will be out in March or April to determine if the venue is appropriate for a fireworks display.

Anyone interesting in being a vendor, providing entertainment or helping with the Community Day/Car Show is asked to contact the Township Office.

NEW BUSINESS:

2009 YMCA Summer Playground

The Board discussed the 2009 summer playground contract.  The Township cost did not increased.  Diane Hollenbach advised that since the winter session was cancelled, the $1,000 payment was not made.  

Motion:

Robert Ramsey made a motion to recommend the Board of Supervisors approve payment of $6,000 for the Tri Valley YMCA’s 2009 Summer Playground Program at the Blandon Fire Company, seconded by Keith Shuman.  Hearing no questions, all voted in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.

Disc Golf

Diane Hollenbach had forwarded information to the Board from a resident inquiring about a Disc Golf location in the Township.  The Board had previously discussed this issue and was interested in looking into providing the activity.  The resident has provided Mrs. Hollenbach with a contact with the Pennsylvania Professional Disc Golf Association to see what equipment and space is required for this activity.

Maidencreek Ball Club

Kim Rossetti updated the Board.  The registration forms will be going out in February to the local schools and daycare facilities, it will also be in the Township’s February newsletter.  Giorgio Foods has again agreed to sponsor the uniforms.  The Blandon Lions Club has also expressed interest providing the club with support, possibly providing a picnic-type event.
